Empresas) se encarregaram de dinamizar este espaco de aprendizado e
intercambio.

O clube consolidou-se como um ambiente vibrante e enriguecedor, onde os
alunos da Catodlica tém a possibilidade de praticar o portugués em situacdes
cotidianas e dinamicas, ao mesmo tempo em que mergulham na cultura
brasileira de maneira direta, com a mediacdao e protagonismo dos proprios
alunos brasileiros.

In 2025, Universidad Catodlica de Colombia has made significant strides in
expanding its academic exchange program to welcome students from
non-Spanish-speaking countries. This year, the university received 9
incoming exchange students from Brazil, 1 from France, and 5 from ltaly,
highlighting its commitment to diversifying its international student body.

On the outbound side, 13 students traveled to Brazil, further strengthening
academic and cultural ties with this key partner country.

These efforts have reinforced the university's strategic positioning within
international networks such as UNITA GEMINAE, particularly through its
virtual mobility program. Additionally, strong relationships with institutions
in Brazil have facilitated more in-person mobility opportunities, enriching
the exchange experience for all participants.

This multifaceted approach not only enhances the university’s global

engagement but also provides its students with valuable exposure to
diverse academic and cultural environments.
